Dear Children and Parents,

P.E./Games

P.E. lessons will continue to take place on Wednesday and Thursday. Children are requested to come to
school wearing their P.E. kit on these days.

This is
essential to ensure that the full range of artistic media is accessible to all.

Homework

Children in Class 5 are expected to do at least 15 minutes reading daily and to keep a record of this in the
home pages of their homework diaries — please sign and date your child’s planner each week. In
addition to daily reading, the children in Class 5 will be set a short literacy and numeracy task each week
intended to reinforce topics covered in class lessons. English homework is set on a Monday and collected
the following Monday; Maths homework is set on a Thursday and marked the following Thursday. Written
answers or jottings should be recorded in the Homework Book or on any worksheets provided. This
homework should take approximately 25 minutes to complete. If a task is taking significantly longer, please
encourage your child to stop and inform the teacher when the work is handed in. As last term, the children
will usually be tested on their times tables on Tuesday and have a short spelling test on Friday. The planner
is used to record the homework tasks and relevant comments and deadlines. Parents are invited to make
comments in the planner.
